Background

The Governance Framework for the Glasgow Community Planning
Partnership structures sets out a key role for the Area Partnerships which
includes the following:-

To co-ordinate the development and implementation of electoral ward level
Neighbourhood Management action plans which respond to local needs and
opportunities.

As part of developing a ward Neighbourhood Management Action Plan, the
Area Partnerships identified a key priority of crime with a focus on anti-social
behaviour.

In order to drive this agenda, the Calton Area Partnership considered reports
at recent meetings. The report at the last meeting of the Area Partnership
provided an update on the Anti-Social Behaviour outcomes.

Calton Area Partnership Anti-Social Behaviour Outcomes

At the meeting of the Area Partnership on the 3" December 2014, the
Partnership agreed the short/medium and long term outcomes, actions,
timescales and Area Partnership leads for the Anti-Social Behaviour Action
Plan.

A summary of the progress made by the Partnership in relation to the agreed
outcomes since the last meeting is detailed below:-

Young people made more aware of provision in their area

Whitehill HUBCAP (Glasgow Life, PEEK, Lifelink, Glasgow Health and Social
Care Partnership, South Camlachie Youth Project, Church House, Urban Fox,
Parkhead Youth Project and Bolt FM):-

Organisations within the Whitehill Hubcap will work in partnership to deliver 2
information stalls each at St. Mungo’s Academy, Whitehill Secondary School
and Parkhill Secondary School, one will take place prior to December and
another in February. There will also be road show taster sessions in the 3
secondary schools to promote youth services for young people.

All services will set up information stalls in the street area with promotional
materials, activity programme, holiday club, and events information etc. The
organisations will run taster sessions to promote services that are meaningful
to the work they are delivering and the sessions they run. There will be sign-
up sheets and the young people will be encouraged to visit all stalls. Once
the sheets have been signed off by a relevant staff member, the young person
will be given a goody bag with all the organisations promotional materials.



Reduction in loitering/Increase feeling in community safety
Actions Carried Out to Date

e Police and Community Safety Glasgow (CSG) have provided
uniformed patrols of the area to promote public confidence and feelings
of community safety. Additional plain clothed police officers have been
targeting criminality in the area.

e Police and CSG have coordinated to deploy CSG CCTV vehicles.

e The proactive disclosure of information and partnership working
between Police, CSG and Housing Associations has continued to
resolve issues of anti-social behaviour.

e Police and Community Councils continue to encourage residents to
report matters to the Police, CSG or Housing Associations.

e Police and CSG continue to undertake joint tasking and coordinating
procedures to make best use of available resources.

e Police have used print and social media to encourage reporting of
incidents by members of the public

Planned Changes

Changes to the method of deployment of Police Officers in the area taking
effect on 1% November 2016 are likely to increase the visibility of uniformed
officers in the area which is anticipated to have a positive effect on the
feelings of community safety within the community and the levels of anti-social
behaviour and disorder in public spaces.

Reduction in misuse of vacant and derelict land

Neighbourhood Management Meetings

Meetings were convened on 15™ June 2016 and 21% July 2016, attended by
colleagues from Land and Environmental Services (Cleansing and Landscape
Design), and Community Safety Glasgow where discussions took place
regarding proposed improvement works at Glenpark Street, Glendale Street,
Millerston Street and Duke Street.

Timetable

Improvement works to begin week commencing 7" November 2016 and
should last approximately 3 — 4 weeks. This is a suggested timetable as the
works will be dependent on weather conditions, resources/equipment and
staff available as most of the work is being carried out in-kind.
