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Background

The Council established a Public Petitions and General Purposes Policy
Development Committee on 17" May 2012, with the terms of reference
including:-‘To consider petitions addressed to Glasgow City Council in
accordance with the Council’s approved petitions procedure and determine
the appropriate action to be taken within the terms of the procedure’.

The public petitions process and guidance was subsequently approved by the
Executive Committee on 15" November 2012. Petitioning public bodies is one
of a number of mechanisms through which members of the public and local
businesses/organisations can have a direct influence and role in the policy
development process by raising matters of concern.

On 14™ September 2017 the Council approved revised decision-making
arrangements, including the Terms of Reference for the Wellbeing,
Empowerment, Community and Citizen Engagement City Policy Committee
which the committee noted on28th September 2017. Consideration of public
petitions is now within the remit of this committee.

Considerations

The Council received a petition entitled “Pupils wellbeing during COVID ” for
consideration on 18" October 2020 on behalf of individuals with 67 which
have been validated in accordance with the criteria approved by the Executive
Committee regarding the submission of petitions. The Principal Petitioner’s
statement petition is set out in Appendix 1 to this report.
