£65,260 had been allocated to various projects in the Calton Ward, representing a
100% spend.

6 With reference to the minutes of 24th February 2016 when the Partnership
agreed to allocate £5,000 from the area budget for 2016/17 to match fund a pilot
community budgeting programme, there was submitted a report by the Director of
Governance and Solicitor to the Council outlining the progress with its

implementation, advising
