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Background

The Governance Framework for the Glasgow Community Planning
Partnership structures sets out a key role for the Area Partnerships which
includes the following:-

¢ Land and Environmental Services Cleansing - clearing the site of
rubbish and debris.

e Community Safety Glasgow — clearing site vegetation, excavation,
filling and spreading of topsaoil.

e Land and Environmental Services Parks — growing media, seeding and
turfing..

e Land and Environmental Services Parks — on-going maintenance.
Timetable

Improvement works to begin week commencing 31°% January 2016 and should
last approximately 3 — 4 weeks. This is a suggested timetable as the works
will be dependent on weather conditions, resources/equipment and staff
available as most of the work is being carried out in-kind.
