2021/22 AREA BUDGET: APPLICATIONS FOR FUNDING

1. Background

1.1  Glasgow City Council agreed its budget for 2021/22 on 11" March 2021 with
the overall funding available for Area Partnerships maintained at 2020/21
levels. The allocations to Area Partnerships were revised from 2019/20 levels
to take account of the 2020 publication of the Scottish Index of Multiple
Deprivation (SIMD) and agreed by the City Administration Committee on 12th
March 2020. The allocation for this Area Partnership in 2021/22 is
£99,512.15.

2. 2020/21 Area Budget — End of year arrangements

2.1  Due to the exceptional circumstances that many projects have faced over the
last year due to the COVID-19 pandemic, the Council has agreed to adopt a
flexible and pragmatic approach in relation to the use of grants and service
delivery. All applicants that received Area Budget funding in 2020/21 have
been advised that any awards which have not been spent or drawn down in
2020/21 will automatically carry forward into 2021/22 financial year to be
spent by 30 September 2021, in line with the approved project.

2.2  Officers will monitor the spend of projects to ensure that the awards are drawn
down and spent by the end of September.

2.3  Some Area Partnerships were unable to fully allocate the budget in 2020/21.
In these circumstances, any funding left unallocated at the end of the financial
year was included in a carry forward request that was approved by the
Council’s City Administration Committee. £476 has been added to the
2021/22 Area Budget for Calton Area Partnership.

3. AreaBudget Expenditure to Date

3.1 To date, Calton Area Partnership has committed a total of £36,146 (36.15% of

the budget) to various projects in the area, leaving a balance of £63,842.15
(63.85%) unallocated.

4. Festive Lighting Programme 2021/22

4.1 At the previous meeting, the Area Partnership agreed the following 3 locations

for festive lighting installations:-

Location Feature Total Cost

Bain Square Christmas Tree £3,600

Bridgeton Cross Christmas Tree £4,000

Parkhead Cross (shared with Column Mounts £1,000

Shettleston)

4.2 In addition to the above, the Area Partnership requested that

Neighbourhoods, Regeneration and Sustainability (NRS) provide the Area
Partnership with costings and logistics to place an additional Christmas tree at
Parkhead Cross. NRS have unfortunately confirmed that Parkhead Cross is
not considered a suitable location for a Christmas tree primarily because it
would require to be enclosed in a boundary fence which would impact on
pedestrian crossing waiting areas and the utility inspection covers on the
ground where access needs to be maintained.

Therefore, based on the current figures available, the Calton Area Partnership
contribution from their Area Budget for festive lighting in the Ward will be
between £8,000 - £9,500.
