(1)  that the Code of Conduct, which was contained within the Community
Planning Partnership Governance Framework, included rules relating to
declaration and registration of members’ interests;

(2)  that the code of conduct stated that Glasgow City Council staff shall maintain
a register of Partnership members’ interests drawn up on the basis of
notifications provided by Partnership members and updated registers would
be submitted to the Partnership annually;

(3) that all Partnership members had been issued with a pro-forma to enable
them to list the relevant information, with the information provided by
members being contained in the Appendix to the report; and

(4)  of the rules relating to Declarations of Interest.

Commonwealth Games Area Legacy Group - Presentation noted — Request to

(4)  various 2014 projects.

Glasgow’s Single Outcome Agreement — Local implementation plan for North
East Sector — Update noted.

6 There was submitted and noted a report by the Council’s Executive Director of
Corporate Services providing an update on Glasgow’s Single Outcome Agreement
(SOA), advising

(1)  of the purpose and background to the SOA,;

(2)  that the 3 key priorities were Alcohol, Youth Employment and Vulnerable
People;

(3)  of the progress made in developing a North East Sector implementation plan,
and that a final version would be submitted to the North East Sector
Partnership for approval in March 2014; and

(4)  of the Thriving Places neighbourhood approach in Parkhead/Dalmarnock.

Neighbourhood Management — Update noted.

7 There was submitted a report by the Council’s Executive Director of Corporate
Services regarding an update on the Partnership’s Neighbourhood Management
agenda, advising

(1)  of the proposed framework for reporting on Neighbourhood Management;

(2)  of the key issues identified from previous Neighbourhood Management
surveys;

(3) that the Partnership was requested to identify potential initial priorities;
(4)  of ward level data for Neighbourhood Management; and

(5)  of the ward’s demographic profile.

After consideration, the Partnership

(@)  noted the report; and

(b)  agreed that the following issues should be considered as initial priorities for
the local Neighbourhood Management Action Plan
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(i) street cleansing, including dog fouling and recycling;
(ii) crime, with a focus on anti-social behaviour; and

(iif)  public services, including parking and street lighting etc.

Area Budget 2013/14 — Applications for funding dealt with.

8 There was submitted a report by the Executive Director of Corporate Services
detailing applications for funding from the Calton Area Budget 2013/14.
