Minutes of meeting held on 11th June 2014 in the City Chambers, Glasgow.

Minutes of previous meeting approved.

1 The minutes of 30™ April 2014 were submitted and approved, the Partnership

having noted concerns expressed by John Ferguson regarding the overprovision of
Off Licences in the Calton Ward.

Supporting community engagement — Arrangements for proposed facilitated
workshop noted.

2 There was submitted a report by the Executive Director of Corporate Services
regarding a proposal to provide a facilitated workshop for members of the 6 Area
Partnerships in the North East Sector of the city which would examine approaches to
community engagement, in particular, around deliberate dialogue, advising

(1)  of the background of the training proposal; and

(2)  of the aims and objectives of the training proposal.

After consideration, the Partnership

(@)  noted the report;

(b)  agreed to participate in the proposed community engagement training
programme; and

(c) agreed that training should be opened up to include representatives from
youth providers and not be limited to members of the Partnership.
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Health Inequalities — Presentation noted.

3 There was heard and noted a presentation by Douglas O’Malley, Glasgow
Community Health Partnership, regarding the causes of Health Inequalities in North
East Sector and of policies considered more likely to be effective. The Partnership

expressed concerns regarding the lack of work with community projects on this
issue.

Neighbourhood Management - Street cleansing community feedback noted —
Request to Chief Constable, Police Scotland

4 There was submitted a report by the Executive Director of Corporate Services
providing results of community feedback regarding street cleansing within the ward,
advising

(1)  of the community consultation and engagement exercise;

(2)  that analysis of the questionnaires highlighted other issues identified by the
community;

(3) that the Local Operational Working Group (LOWG) will be responsible for the
delivery of actions identified within the report; and

(4) of identified priorities and streets, as detailed in the appendix.
After consideration, the Partnership
(a) noted the report;

(b)  agreed that they would like the LOWG to target each of the identified priorities
in order as detailed in the appendix; and

(c) requested that Police Scotland would liaise with Community Safety Glasgow
and submit a report to the next meeting on crime within the ward, with a focus
on anti-social behaviour.

Area Budget 2014/15 — Applications for funding dealt with.

5 There was submitted a report by the Executive Director of Corporate Services
detailing applications for funding from the Calton Area Budget 2014/15.

(1)  noted that to date, £10,376.50 had been allocated to various projects in the
