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Background

The Governance Framework for the Glasgow Community Planning
Partnership structures sets out a key role for the Area Partnerships which
includes the following:-

To co-ordinate the development and implementation of electoral ward level
Neighbourhood Management action plans which respond to local needs and
opportunities.

As part of developing a ward Neighbourhood Management Action Plan, the
Area Partnerships identified a key priority of crime with a focus on anti-social
behaviour.

In order to drive this agenda, the Calton Area Partnership considered reports
at recent meetings. The reports at the last meeting of the Area Partnership
covered:-

e Community Safety
e Multi-member Ward Plan

Calton Area Partnership Anti-Social Behaviour Action Plan

At the last meeting of the Area Partnership, a facilitated discussion took place
to identify short/medium and long term outcomes regarding anti-social
behaviour. Some of the priorities identified at the last meeting are included in
the attached draft action plan for the consideration of Area Partnership
members.

The other priorities identified during the last meeting which have not been
included in the draft action plan are as follows:-

Removal of Graffiti — Community Safety Glasgow

The Graffiti Removal Service is responsible for graffiti removal across the
City. The service is both reactive and proactive in its approach to tackling
graffiti on the streets and in the communities of Glasgow.

Reduction in Drug Dealing/Safer Environment for Kids — Police Scotland

Additional plain clothes and uniform patrols have been undertaken and
problematic areas where reports of drug dealing has been taking place.
Proactive house searches will continue to be undertaken and information from
the local community in support of this will be sought.
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Stop Drinking on Supporters Buses — Police Scotland

The consumption of alcohol has been highlighted as a particular issue that
has been supported with focussed activity at policing events in Glasgow, with
a joint approach between Police Scotland and Community Safety Glasgow. In
addition this issue forms part of the operational briefing to all officers engaged
in policing of sporting events with a view to enforcement action where
appropriate.

It is important to recognise that this draft plan will evolve over time and this
plan should be considered as a starting point. For example, data is still
awaited on some issues, current service provision on the outcomes should be
scoped out to identify what is already being done. All of this information will
be used to inform and refine the action plan over time.

Next Steps

In order to move this process forward and begin actions it is suggested that
the Area Partnership agrees the outcomes detailed in the draft action plan.

Members of the Partnership are also asked to agree timescales and identify

an Area Partnership Lead for each agreed outcome. This information will
then be included within the draft action plan template.
