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NORTH EAST SECTOR COMMUNITY PLANNING PARTNERSHIP.

Minutes of meeting held on 29th May 2014 in the City Chambers, Glasgow.

Minutes of previous meeting approved.

1 The minutes of 6th March 2014 were submitted and approved, subject to Ian
Goodlet being recorded as representing Scottish Fire and Rescue Service.

Variation in order of business

2 The Partnership agreed to vary the order of business as hereinafter minuted.

Integration of Adult Health and Social Care – Position noted etc.

3 Mark Feinmann provided a verbal update on the development of a new Health
and Social Care Partnership (HSCP), advising

(1) that a new joint body had been established and would be operating in shadow
form during 2014/15 and would manage all adult and children’s community
services in Glasgow from April 2015;

(2) that the relationship between the new structure and Community Planning
would be crucial, but as yet it had not been fully defined as to what
association the HSCP would have with the Sector and Area Partnerships; and

(3) of the progress to date between the Council and NHS GGC in establishing the
HSCP.

After consideration, the Partnership
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(a) noted the progress to date on the establishment of the new HSCP; and

(b) agreed that regular updates be submitted to this Partnership as the HSCP
developed.

North East Legacy and Engagement Group – Presentation noted etc.

4 In the absence of Niki Smith, the Partnership heard a presentation by Derek
Speirs, Corporate Services, regarding the work of the Glasgow North East Area
2014 Commonwealth Games Legacy and Engagement Group, advising

(1) of the key Commonwealth Games venues located within the North East
sector;

(2) of the wide range of events planned for the sector, including the
Commonwealth Festival Days in Auchinlea and Alexandra Parks respectively;
and

(3) of information regarding Glasgow Life websites for community organisations
and partners that would help to co-ordinate community engagement activities.

After consideration, the Partnership thanked Mr Speirs for his presentation and

(a) noted concerns by members regarding:-

(i) the affordability of facilities for local people following the Games and
the enduring legacies remaining within the North East sector Wards;
and

(ii) the lack of communication provided by Glasgow 2014 to elected
members, together with concerns around the operating needs of small
businesses affected by road closures and travel restrictions during the
Games;

(b) further noted that M Feinmann would provide feedback to the Partnership
following a meeting of the Area Senior Officers Group scheduled for 9th June
2014, which would discuss partners’ arrangements for business continuity
during the period of the Games; and

(c) agreed that Councillor Redmond would arrange a meeting with the Glasgow
2014 Games Team and the North East Sector Partnership elected members
to discuss accountability and engagement.

North East Sector Community Planning Partnership membership update noted.

5 The Board noted a verbal update by Derek Speirs in respect of membership of
the Partnership, advising that
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(1) Alan Benson had stood down his position as Local Housing Association
representative and a replacement would be appointed as soon as possible;
and

(2) Inspector Paul Cameron had been appointed as Police Scotland substitute
member.

Audit of Glasgow Community Planning Partnership – Findings and action plan
noted etc.

6 There was submitted a report by the Council’s Executive Director of Corporate
Services detailing the findings of the Audit of Glasgow Community Planning
Partnership and outlining an action plan in response to the Improvement Agenda,
advising that

(1) Audit Scotland had undertaken an audit of Glasgow Community Planning
Partnership and had published its final report on 30th April 2014, as detailed
in the appendix to the report;

(2) the next phase of the audit process was to develop an action plan which the
Partnership would use to address the issues raised and to use the positive
aspects as a platform to build future work upon;

(3) an action plan was being developed in response to the Improvement Agenda
and a working group would be formed to develop this further, and that a series
of workshops and discussions would be held with a review of the action plan
conducted by March 2015, as part of the annual report on community
planning; and

(4) the Accounts Commission’s findings would be considered by Glasgow City
Council on 26th June 2014.

After consideration and having heard Shaw Anderson, the Partnership

(a) noted the report and outline of the action plan; and

(b) suggested that discussions should take place between representatives of the
Glasgow Community Planning Partnership Strategic Board and the Glasgow
Colleges Regional Board to request that the contribution that the 3 colleges in
Glasgow made, in terms of resources, towards achieving each of the Single
Outcome Agreement (SOA) priority outcomes was captured to help address a
key message from the Audit Commission’s report regarding individual
partners’ use of resources to address community planning priorities.
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Glasgow’s Single Outcome Agreement – North East Sector Implementation
Plan noted etc.

7 There was submitted a report by the Council’s Executive Director of Corporate
Services providing an update on the development of the Implementation Plans for
Glasgow’s Single Outcome Agreement (SOA), and in particular, the draft plan for the
North East Sector, including plans for engagement with various stakeholders,
advising

(1) that the city-wide plan had been approved by the Community Planning
Partnership (CPP) Executive Group on 26th April 2014 and highlighted a
number of areas requiring further development, including an action plan
around ‘in work poverty’ and the completion of the Performance Management
Framework and CPP partners had been advised of the urgent need for this to
be addressed;

(2) that the city-wide CPP Strategic Board and its Executive Group would be
responsible for ensuring that each of the relevant partnerships, agencies and
groups were making the necessary contributions towards delivering upon
each of the outcomes in the SOA over its 10 year lifetime;

(3) of the North East Sector reporting schedule for the implementation plan, to
May 2015 as outlined;

(4) of the progress made in relation to the following SOA priorities:-

(a) alcohol;

(b) youth employment;

(c) vulnerable people; and

(d) thriving places; and

(5) that progress had been made since the previous meeting to engage with a
wider range of stakeholders, which would be an ongoing process of
consultation, engagement and refinement to ensure delivery of the SOA
outcomes.

After consideration and discussion, the Partnership

(i) noted

(A) the progress made in developing the SOA Implementation Plan for the
North East sector, including plans to widen engagement;

(B) the reporting schedule for the implementation plan through to May
2015;
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(C) that West of Scotland Housing Association would be responsible for
employing and managing the post of Community Organiser within the
Thriving Places area and would be accountable to the North East
Thriving Places Group (a sub group of the Senior Officers Group) for
delivery of a work plan provided by the Group; and

(D) concerns around the possibility of homeless figures increasing during
the Games owing to current facilities for the homeless being used by
visitors; and

(ii) requested that the North East Senior Officers Group develop proposals to
deliver the outcomes in relation to the vulnerable people priority in the North
East, for inclusion in the updated Implementation Plan to be presented to the
Partnership in August 2014 and to submit an SOA progress report for the
North East to the Glasgow Community Planning Partnership Strategic Board
in August 2014.

Glasgow City Development Plan – Position noted etc.

8 There was submitted a report by the Executive Director of Development and
Regeneration Services, regarding an overview of the proposed Glasgow City
Development Plan, advising

(1) of the plan structure;

(2) of the key aims of the plan;

(3) of the 4 strategic outcomes of the plan;

(4) of the 2 principal policies which the plan contained, namely, the Placemaking
Principle and Sustainable Spatial Strategy;

(5) that the plan required supplementary guidance to be prepared to support its
key policies and proposals;

(6) that during the proposed period for representations, from 1st May to 27th
June 2014, submissions of support or objection to any part of the plan could
be made to the Council; and

(7) that a short briefing would be issued to elected members which would
include links to various online documents.

After consideration and having heard a presentation by Cathy Johnston,
Development and Regeneration Services, the Partnership noted the report and
thanked Ms Johnston for her presentation.
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North East Sector Partnership work plan – Request for Police and Fire updates
noted.

9 The Partnership noted a report providing an update on the North East Sector
Community Planning Partnership work plan timetable.

Following a request by the Chair, the Partnership further requested that Police
Scotland and Scottish Fire and Rescue Service provide updates on their respective
Strategic Plans to the Partnership meeting on 13th November 2014.

Future meeting dates.
