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Background

Glasgow City Council’s Executive Committee on 13" December 2012
approved Area Budget allocations to 21 Area Partnerships totaling
£1,434,986. The allocation for this Area Partnership is £65,260.

Expenditure to Date

To date, £10,376.50 (15.9%) of the Calton Area Partnership allocation has
been committed, leaving a balance of £54,883.50 (84.1%) to be awarded for
projects that will be delivered by 31 March 2015.

Funding Applications

This report provides details of funding applications which have recently been
received and require consideration by the Area Partnership. Appendix 1
attached to this report provides a summary of each application in a standard
format that describes the aims of the proposed project and the nature of any
activities or services that would be provided by grant funding. It also provides
a brief description of how funding will be spent, for example: to buy
equipment, or to engage tutors.

Each application has been assessed using the process outlined in a previous
report to the Area Partnership. Based on the findings of the assessment
process, a recommendation is offered in respect of each application for
funding. Any conditions, in addition to the standard conditions of grant, that
should be applied to an award is also provided.

Playschemes

Funding to support Playschemes operating during the school holiday periods
of Spring, Summer and October should be provided from the Area
Partnership’s budget for 2014/15. One award is made to each Playscheme to
cover the holiday periods.

There have been some modifications to the way playscheme funding is
allocated in 2014/15. In order to ensure consistency of financial support for
Playschemes across the city, a standard payment will be made for each
playscheme session. This will provide a baseline from which additional
monies can then be granted. Principally these additions will be dependent on
the number of children attending, the number of sessions provided and the
abilities of the children taking part. This will address the previous practice
whereby the level of funding was based on the number of playschemes in
each Area Partnership in the previous given year.

2 additional applications for playscheme funding have been made to this Area
Partnership for 2014/15 and recommendations are detailed in Appendix 2,
subject to receipt of the standard application materials and supporting
information.
